It is imperative that the integrity of the PPH Commercial brand name and logo is maintained. This
guide has been developed for use by anyone who works for, or with PPH Commercial – head office
staff, suppliers, sales and marketing specialists and estate agents.

Quality and Style
From a visual point of view, the PPH Commercial brand is identified through co-ordinated use of our
logo, corporate colours and typefaces. These are an immediate identifier of the PPH Commercial
brand and they should be visible on everything we use that has the PPH Commercial name on it.

Whenever we use the PPH Commercial name, it should be published to the same high standard, with
correct colours and typeface, with all associated elements correctly positioned. The “PPH
Commercial” logo should be used complete and not changed in any way.

We all need to work together to appreciate not only how these elements should be used, but also how
they should not! Our common goal is to get it right each and every time so that the perceived value of
the brand is maintained.

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Font usage
The corporate typeface is DIN which has been

carefully selected to compliment the PPH Commercial
logotype.

To achieve a consistent style across all
communication, the primary typeface/font DIN has
been chosen as part of the overall visual identity.
Different tones can be achieved through the use of the
different weights (regular, medium and bold). The
typeface is deliberately uncommon to assist in its long
term identification with PPH Commercial against
competitors and other organisations. The font is
available from most reputable type foundries.

Illustrated below are the basic elements of the
logotype. It was created to convey the personality and
voice of the PPH Commercial brand. These guidelines
will help you ensure the corporate identity rules are
adhered to at all times.

Logo variations
In order to protect the integrity of our brand, the

logotype must never be altered or replaced. There are
only two possible variations on the logotype. The
primary full colour logo should be used whenever
possible, with the single colour option only to be used
when black is the only possible printing colour, 
e.g. when a document is reproduced by photocopying,
or the printing method does not allow for red.

Block logo
The block logotypes should only be used in 

support of any advert or literature where PPH
Commercial is not the primary style. The landscape 
or portrait variations offer flexibility depending on size 
and layout, however the landscape option should be
used wherever possible.

Logo colours
Colour plays an important role in creating the

overall effect of the PPH Commercial visual identity.
Carefully selected colours have been chosen and the
correct pantone references should always be used to
ensure a true colour match.

White space
The illustration to the right indicates the minimum

area of isolation around the primary typeface format. In
all cases the more space allowed around the logotype,
the better it will be for communication. When space is
at a premium, however, it is important that type,
illustrations, straplines and photographs, do not
venture into the area of isolation as it will interfere with
the clarity of the logotype.

Minimum Size
This refers to the smallest size at which the

logotype may be reproduced to ensure its legibility.
